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Proverbs 1:7

The first principle in learning life skills is to cultivate a fear of God. Without this then all other wisdom is reduced to a set of principles with no moral reference.   What does it mean to fear God? I read a definition that captures the essence of the fear of the Lord:  “reverent obedience.” Hebrews 12:29 says “Therefore, since we receive a kingdom which cannot by shaken, let us show gratitude, by which we may offer to God an acceptable service with reverence and awe;  for our God is a consuming fire.”   To fear God, then, is to live in His presence.  And when we live in the presence of God then it impacts every decision we make.  We need not fear the future when we remember that God’s children are perpetually with Him and that nothing can snatch us from His hands.
